 One moment, she yearns for the Cuban countryside and the next she's singing a song in
French with accordion accompaniment.

 But that's the way Carbo is. She has lived a broad life, writes poetry and has traveled to
some of world's most exotic places.

 She is fluent in Spanish, French, English and Portuguese, and all those languages come
into play. You can feel her loneliness when she sings "Solamente Una Vez" and "Siempre
En Mi Corazon," and "Los Ojos Negros" is achingly beautiful.

 Carbo isn't a recognizable name, but she should be.
